NAIA Baseball Hall of Famers
Ray Katt and Ken Voges

Texas Lutheran University has produced two members of the National
Association of Intercollegiate Athletics Baseball Hall of Fame. Election to
the NAIA Hall of Fame is the association’s highest athletic honor and is
presented in recognition of a person’s highest ideals of intercollegiate ath-
letics and fine moral character.

On January 6, 2001, long-time Bulldog head baseball coach Ray Katt
joined former player Ken Voges as a member of the NAIA Baseball Hall of
Fame. Coach Katt was inducted posthumously during induction cere-
monies at the NATA Baseball Coaches Association Convention in
Nashville, Tenn. Members of Katt’s family, including his wife, Melba, and
current TLU head baseball coach Bill Miller attended Coach Katt’s induc-
tion ceremony.

Coach Katt, who died October 19, 1999 after a two-year bout with
cancer, had a 17-year professional career before taking over the reins of
the Texas Lutheran baseball program in 1971. His time at the university
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spanned 22 seasons. His teams won six Big State Conference
Championships and four NAIA District VI titles.

Coach Katt also served as the director of athletics, as an assistant foot-
ball coach on two NAIA National Championship teams and as an instruc-
tor in the kinesiology department. He retired in 1992, shortly after gar-
nering his 500th career victory at Texas Lutheran. Coach Katt is the all-
time wins leader in TLU baseball history.

Voges entered the NAIA Baseball Hall of Fame on May 6, 1996. He
was a three-time baseball All-American (1962, 1963 and 1964) and was
selected to the All-America teams for a different position each year.

The versatile Samuel Clemens High School athlete was the Big State
Conference broad jump champion four times and was the winner of the
100-yard dash twice. He is currently owner of “In His Grace, Inc,” and
has written several books. He is extensively involved in religious seminars
across the United States and overseas.

TLL BAseBALL HIsTORY

Baseball at Texas Lutheran had its beginning with the fielding of the school’s first senior college team in 1949. Fritz Lehnhoff — a

Texas Lutheran coach for football, basketball and baseball — coached this first group, who compiled a team record of 3-4 with

wins over St. Edward’s, St. Mary’s and Southwestern. Here is a brief look at other landmark years in the growth of the Bulldog

baseball program.

1949

1983

1997

First team plays a 10-game schedule, but the season is cut short because
of three rainouts...Team goes 3-4 with a season split against long-time
rival St. Mary's University.

1954

Twenty-one game schedule is Texas Lutheran’s largest to date... Bulldogs
take two-of-three games from Texas Tech and win their only meeting with
Texas A&M.

1955

The Bulldogs drop Texas Christian, Baylor, Texas Tech, Houston and Rice
en route to a then-school record of 15 wins.

1956

Another stellar season for TLU...Bulldogs sweep Texas Tech in four games
by a combined score of 35-9...Ray Erxleben pitches no-hitter against Red
Raiders, and Pete Correa pitches 47 scoreless innings, a record that
stands today.

1960

The University of Texas defeats Texas Lutheran 15-6 in the first meeting
between the two schools.

1965

Bulldogs claim school’s first Big State Conference Championship... Team
defeats Minnesota, Indiana and Rice.

1969

Bulldogs advance to Big State Conference playoff series with St. Edward's
and lose two-of-three.

1971

Coach Ray Katt's first year...Bulldogs grab three-way share of Big State
Conference Championship and advance to NAIA playoffs before losing
twice to Grand Canyon (Ariz.).

1972

Bulldogs put big scares into the University of Texas Longhorns before los-
ing 2-0 in the first game and 4-1 (8 innings) in the third meeting of the
season.

1974

Team takes Big State Conference playoff victory over Southwestern but
drops to close ball games to Sam Houston in NAIA playoff series.

1975

Bulldog David Dahse hits three-run home run in the top of the ninth off
Roger Clemens to give Bulldogs stunning 3-2 victory over No. 1 ranked
Texas. The 3-2 win is the first victory in the series with Texas. The year also
includes wins over Minnesota, Southwest Texas State and Mankato State
(Minn.).

1984

Texas Lutheran sweeps Southwest Texas, Minnesota and Notre Dame en
route to a 31-win season and a NAIA District IV playoff series with
Southwestern. The Pirates take the series two games to one.

1985

Bulldogs drop another tough NAIA District IV playoff series two games to
one, this time to Mary Hardin-Baylor.

1986

Team roars through NAIA District IV Tournament in San Antonio with 4-0
record and advances to NAIA Area Il Tournament in Phoenix, Ariz., where
the team loses to William Carey and Lubbock Christian.

1987

Texas Lutheran’s last season in the Big State Conference...Bulldogs go 6-
8 in league play.

1988

Inaugural year of Heart of Texas Conference...Bulldogs go 9-5 in league
play and win District IV Tournament...TLU advances to NAIA Area II
Tournament but falls to Dallas Baptist.

1989

Texas Lutheran beats Cliff Gustafson’s Texas Longhorns 12-11 for the sec-
ond Bulldog victory in history over UT...Bulldogs again win District IV
playoff games and advance to NAIA Area Il Tournament in Dallas, where
they defeat Grand Canyon, Ariz., but lose twice to William Carey, Miss.

1992

Coach Ray Katt records his 500th career win in 3-2 victory over Huston-
Tillotson...Bulldogs defeat Texas Wesleyan 9-8 in Katt's final game as
Texas Lutheran’s head coach.

1993

Bill Miller named as Katt's successor in summer of 1992...Bulldogs go 24-
24 and finish fourth in the Heart of Texas Conference in Miller's first sea-
son.

1994

Second straight victory over UT (8-7)...Co-champions of the Heart of
Texas Conference...Team advances to NAIA Southwest Regional in Cedar
Hill, Texas, where the Bulldogs go 2-2 and are eliminated by William
Carey, Miss., 7-6.

1998

Another 40-win season...Bulldogs smash 15 new school records as the
team produces the most-productive offensive year in school history...Team
fights its way to the Heart of Texas Conference Tournament championship
by defeating St. Mary's twice on the final day...In third consecutive NAIA
Southwest Regional appearance, TLU loses to Lubbock Christian and
Dallas Baptist.

1999

One of the finest years in Texas Lutheran baseball history with 43-13
overall record and 16-4 mark in the Heart of Texas Conference... Bulldogs
advance to NAIA Southwest Regional Tournament for fourth consecutive
season...Capture first-ever outright Heart of Texas Conference regular
season championship...Five new team records are set...Senior leftfielder
Aaron Merhoff named NAIA First Team All-American and NCAA-II statisti-
cal national champion for slugging percentage... Merhoff and Daniel
Zunker named NAIA All-America Scholar- Athletes...TLU loses to No. 2-
ranked Oklahoma City and

No. 15-ranked Northwood (Texas) in regional tournament.

2000

Bulldogs go 35-17 and advance to championship game of NAIA Texas
Independent Sub-Sectional Tournament...The runner-up finish earns them
a berth in the NAIA Region VI Championship Tournament, where they
defeat host team and No. 2 seed Houston Baptist to open the tourna-
ment...TLU loses 3-0 on the final day to Dallas Baptist, the eventual
national runner-up...Keith Lant and Kevin Webster earn NAIA All-America
honors...Lant is named the NAIA Texas Independent Player of the Year.

2001

In first year as member of American Southwest Conference, the Bulldogs
capture the ASC West Division Co-Championship after compiling a 30-9
overall record and a 16-8 conference mark... Bulldogs finish atop the ASC
statistical standings in total batting, total pitching and fielding percent-
age...Wes Kolle tosses universitys 11th no-hitter (and first 9-inning no-
hitter in 45 years) in 9-0

win over Mississippi College...Kevin Webster sets new single-season bat-
ting average record at .491...Bulldogs establish new team fielding per-
centage record (.971)...Webster wins the ASC triple crown for leading the
conference in batting average, RBIs and home runs...Webster named a
consensus all-conference performer...Coach Bill Miller notches career vic-
tory No. 300 in 10-0 win over Huston-Tillotson.

2002

Robert Vargas pitches perfect game against LeTourneau...Bulldogs go 11-
1 in Big State Conference to claim outright conference title and advance
to the NAIA playoffs, where they lose to Sam Houston.

1979

Team claims Big State Conference Championship and again drops two-
game series to Sam Houston in NAIA playoffs.

Team wins 37 games and finishes in a second-place tie in the Heart of
Texas Conference...At NAIA District IV Tournament in San Antonio,
Houston Baptist and Northwood eliminate Bulldogs.

1996

Bulldogs set school-record for wins (45) en route to a 15-6 Heart of Texas
Conference record...TLU defeats Texas 12-5 in season-opener...At NAIA
Southwest Regional in Houston, Bulldogs defeat Southern Arkansas but
fall to St. Mary’s and Dallas Baptist.

Texas Lutheran University Baseball 2009

In a dramatic three-game, season-ending series with Howard Payne, the
Bulldogs clinch their first outright ASC West Division title with a 22-5 con-
ference mark and a 33-6 overall record...Bulldogs break record for best
start, going 16-0...Team leads the conference in team batting, pitching
and fielding while Scott Barnard leads in the RBI and triples individual
conference categories...Bulldogs set two conference records and tie five in
a 27-1 defeat of National Christian on Feb. 17...Coach Bill Miller wins his
350th game as Texas Lutheran head coach (April 5 vs. Concordia-
Austin)...TLU lands Barnard and John Krog on the All-Conference squad
while sending 11 to the All-West Division team...Miller is named ASC
West Division Coach of the Year.
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Texas Lutheran defeated the University of Texas for the third time in school history with a 12-5 win on February 6, 1996. The Bulldogs would
push their win streak to two over the Longhorns with an 8-7 win the next season. The Bulldogs first defeated Texas in 1983 when David
Dahse hit a ninth-inning home run off Roger Clemens, who had taken a perfect game into the sixth.

Bulldogs jump to 26-0 start and extend record winning streak to 31
games...Team ranked No. 1 in College Baseball poll...Bulldogs stay No. 1
for three polls (spanning six weeks)...Bulldogs go 21-3 in conference play
and win third consecutive American Southwest Conference West Division
title...First baseman John Krog sets school record for single-season dou-
bles with 25 and finishes second in the nation in that category...Krog hits
.667 in conference tournament with four doubles, three home runs and
eight RBIs. He is named to the ASC Championship All-Tournament team...
Bulldogs lose two of three at conference tourney and do not receive at-
large bid to NCAA Championship Tournament...37-6 records sets new
school and conference mark for season winning percentage (.860)...Miller
is named ASC West Division Coach of the Year for second consecutive
season.

Team...Chris Dusablon selected to All-West Region Second Team...TLU
sophomore left-hander Brian Wallace sets school and conference records
inan 11-inning shutout of Schreiner...Bulldogs lose first baseman and
leading slugger John Krog for the season with leg injury in 13th game of
season.

The Bulldogs compile a record of 35-10 overall and 17-4 in the ASC West
Division, win the ASC West, with the ASC title with an ASC Championship
Tournament win, and advance to the NCAA Division IIl West Regional
Tournament in Orange, Calif....TLU wins its first two games of the NCAA
DIIl West Regional and plays for the regional championship...Bulldogs get
within one win of advancing to the DIII College World Series, but they
lose twice to regional top seed and host Chapman (Calif.) on the final
day of the regional tournament. Bulldog players Aaron Crais and Matt
Hunn are named All-Americans. Crais, who finished third in the nation in
home runs per game, was named the ASC Tournament MVP, and Hunn
was the ASC West Pitcher of the Year. TLU Coach Bill Miller was named
the ASC West Coach of the Year. Bulldogs end the year with a national
ranking of No. 10.

2006

The Bulldogs go 35-13-1 (14-5 ASC) and again finish one win shy of the
NCAA Division Il College World Series after a second consecutive runner-
up finish at the NCAA DIIl West Region Tournament in Orange, Calif....The
Bulldogs battled back from the regional loser’s bracket to win three con-
secutive games (all on complete-game pitching performances), including
a 3-1 championship round win over host Chapman to force a winner-
take-all game for the regional title...Bulldogs take a 3-2 lead over
Chapman into the seventh but can't hold it...The Bulldogs win their sec-
ond straight ASC title, this time doing it at Katt-Isbel Field and winning in
the final game over Texas-Dallas...Aaron Crais is named ASC Tournament
MVP for second straight year. Crais also collects a second All-America
honor and a TLU-first NCAA DIIl West Region Player of the Year
honor...Crais is also named the ASC Male Athlete of the Year...TLU ends
year with national ranking of No. 15...Coach Bill Miller named ASC West
Coach of the Year for fifth time...Miller ends year just seven wins from
500 and just nine wins from tying Ray Katt for the career wins total at
TLU.

In Bill Miller's final year as head coach, the Bulldogs win their third con-
secutive American Southwest Conference Championship by winning their
divisional playoff round against Mississippi College and then winning all
three games at the ASC Championship Tournament in Richardson,
Texas...Bulldogs edge University of the Ozarks in extra innings to start the
tournament, then squeak by host University of Texas-Dallas 1-0 on a
game-winning RBI double from Josh Moreno and a complete-game
shutout from Daniel Besa...In the championship game, Logan Hull tosses
a complete-game shutout to clinch the title...Bulldogs go 2-2 at NCAA
Division Il West Regional, noted for wild TLU rallies in the final innings
against Pacific Lutheran and against Pomona-Pitzer...TLU completes sea-
son at 37-10-1 overall and at 17-3 in the ASC West Division (good
enough for a sixth ASC West Division title in seven years)...Bulldogs finish
year ranked 15th in final ABCA/Collegiate Baseball poll...Jake Kaase
named ASC West Division Co-Player of the Year and then drafted in the
23rd round (and later signed) by Texas Rangers...Greg Burnett promoted
to head coach after retirement from coaching of Miller.

2008

The Bulldogs stumble to a 19-21 overall record and to a 9-12 mark in the
American Southwest Conference West Division in Head Coach Greg
Burnett's first season with the team...The Bulldogs fail to make the con-
ference post-season tournament for just the second time in six years
(since becoming eligible for the post-season tournament in 2003)...TLU's
run of three consecutive ASC Championships and three consecutive ASC
West titles comes to an end...The losing season is the TLU baseball pro-
gram’s first since 1990...Outfielder Drew Farr ties the school record for
home runs in a game with three in a contest against Schreiner. Farr also
ties TLU record for RBI in a game (8) and sets new mark for total bases in
a game (15). Farr ties school record for home runs (4) in a doublehead-
er...Outfielder Kyle Harvey leads the ASC in stolen bases, with 25.
