Dennis Parker is in his third year as head coach for the Texas Lutheran 
Bulldogs. Parker returned to his Texas coaching roots in 2007 after 
coaching in Mesa, Ariz., at Mesa High School, for three seasons. 

 
Parker led TLU to a two-win improvement in 2008. TLU went 4-6 last 
season after opening with a 2-8 campaign in 2007, Parker’s first year 
with the program. Parker was hired on Jan. 22, 2007 as the 22nd coach in 
school history. 
 
HPU HEAD COACH:  Steve Fanara, 2nd Season

Steve Fanara is in his second year as head of the Howard Payne football 
program. Last season in a rebuilding year, his young talented group 
posted a 2-8 overall record with a 1-7 mark in conference play. Fanara 
and his staff have installed solid character into the players, and the team 
was rewarded with the conference’s 2008 SAAC Sportsmanship Award.  
 
During his first season at HPU as Defensive Coordinator in 2005, the 
HPU defense improved significantly in several conference categories 
including total defense, rushing defense, scoring defense and pass 
efficiency defense. The Yellow Jackets finished 2nd in the ASC in 
rushing defense improving from 205 yards per game in ‘04 to giving up 
just 110 yards per game in ’05. Fanara’s defense also set an American 
Southwest Conference record for interceptions in a season with 29 in 10 
games.

The loss kept TLU winless all-time in Marshall. The game was the 
first-ever night game at ETBU. 
 
HPU hosted Sul Ross State last Saturday at Gordon Wood Stadium 
in Brownwood and took a 31-14 loss against the Lobos. The loss 
snapped a two-game win streak for the Yellow Jackets and sent the 
team to an 0-1 start in conference play. 
 
TLU has won the last three contests against Howard Payne and three 
of the last four. The TLU and HPU rivalry renewed in 1998 when the 
Bulldogs brought back football after a 10-season hiatus, and HPU 
won the first seven meetings with TLU in the DIII era. 
 
Over the previous 35 meetings between the two teams, HPU holds a 
20-14-1 edge. Since 1998, the Yellow Jackets hold a 7-4 edge over 
the Bulldogs. In the last three games vs. HPU, all TLU wins, the 
Bulldogs have averaged 37 points per game. In the last meeting 
between the two teams at Matador Stadium, the Bulldogs scored 55 
in a late fourth-quarter Homecoming victory over the Yellow 
Jackets. 
 
Last Week for TLU 
 
The East Texas Baptist Tigers survived a 21-point, first-quarter barrage 
by Texas Lutheran and defeated the visiting Bulldogs 32-21 on Saturday 
evening at Ornelas Stadium. In the first-ever home game under the lights 
for East Texas Baptist, the Tigers (2-2 overall, 2-0 ASC) fell behind 21-0 
but scored 32 unanswered points to drop the Bulldogs to 0-3 on the 
season. TLU now stands at 0-2 in the American Southwest Conference. 
 
ETBU quarterback Sed Harris led the Tiger rally. Harris rushed 16 times 
for 179 yards and scored twice. He scored on runs of 1 and 56 yards. The 
Tigers ended the night with 322 yards rushing and three rushing TDs. 
Corey George added 113 yards on the ground for the Tigers. 
 
TLU scored on its first three offensive possessions of the game. The 
Bulldogs opened the game with a flea-flicker pass from Jarret Buchholtz 
to Jonathon Randle. Another long pass, this time from Buchholtz to 
Steven Thrash, put TLU down to the ETBU 1. Eddie Pitts scored from a 
yard out to give TLU the quick 7-0 lead. 
 
Julio Reyes intercepted ETBU quarterback Sed Harris on Harris’s first 
pass attempt of the game, and five plays later Buchholtz hit Thrash for a 
31-yard score to give TLU a 14-0 lead. 
 

 
Fourth-quarter huddle at East Texas Baptist 

 
The TLU advantage hit 21-0 after a 10-play, 78-yard drive ended with a 
Buchholtz 1-yard plunge. The key play of the drive was a Buchholtz pass 
of 45 yards to Anthony Smith. 
 
TLU nearly had a fourth TD of the first half when holder Frank Vera just 
missed an open Sean Smalls near the ETBU goal line on a fake field goal 
attempt. Gerald Hunter intercepted the Vera pass and returned the pick 38 
yards to the ETBU 44. 
 
One play later, ETBU’s comeback began. Sed Harris took an option keeper 
56 yards for a touchdown to cut the TLU lead to 21-6. The extra-point was 
missed. 
 
A Kyle Pope 29-yard field goal just before the end of the first half made 
TLU’s halftime lead 21-9. 
 
Harris cut the TLU lead down to five, at 21-16, with a 1-yard run at the 
8:53 mark of the third quarter. The rush capped a 37-yard drive that began 
after a Michael Duhon interception and return of 29 yards. 
 
George gave ETBU its first lead of the night with a 2-yard scoring run at 
the 12:21 mark of the fourth quarter. The rush finished off a 9-play, 76-
yard drive. The two-point conversion failed, and the ETBU lead remained 
22-21. 
 
The third ETBU interception of the night put immediate points on the 
board for the Tigers. Hunter intercepted his second pass of the night and 
returned this one 45 yards for the go-ahead touchdown. ETBU led 29-21 
with just under seven minutes to play. 
 
The Tigers added insurance points late in the fourth quarter with a Pope 30-
yard field goal. 
 
TLU did most of its damage through the air. Buchholtz threw for 281 yards 
with a touchdown and two interceptions. He completed 15 of 35 passes. 
 
Thrash, a senior receiver, hauled in seven passes for 140 yards. Smith 
caught five passes for 91 yards and had 16 carries for 56 yards. 
 
Defensively, senior nose defensive tackle Eric Walker led the Bulldogs 
with nine tackles and a half-tackle for loss. Fellow defensive tackle James 
Villarreal added six tackles and 1.5 tackles for loss. 
 



 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Jarret Buchholtz and the Bulldog offense 

 
Last Week for HPU 
 
The Howard Payne football team found themselves in an early 14-0 
deficit and could not recover, falling to Sul Ross State 31-14 in 
Brownwood. 
 
Sul Ross received the ball first and scored on their opening drive. On the 
ensuing kickoff HPU fumbled the kick reception and Sul Ross State 
recovered the ball in the endzone for a 14-0 lead just three minutes into 
the game.  
 
The Yellow Jackets put together a strong opening drive but missed on a 
36-yard field goal attempt. Neither team scored again until Sul Ross 
State had a 3-yard TD run from QB Dominque Carson with 10 seconds 
remaining in the first half.  
 
Sul Ross State then scored on the opening possession of the 3rd quarter 
on a 76-yard TD pass from Carson to Rod Jefferson 
 
Sul Ross State rushed for 248 total yards, led by QB Dominque Carson 
with 107. Laurence Smith followed with 65. 
 
When Texas Lutheran Has The Ball …  
 
TLU Offense 
 
Junior quarterback Jarret Buchholtz made his second consecutive 
start for TLU and is slated to make it three straight when the 
Bulldogs and Yellow Jackets meet on Saturday. Buchholtz 
completed 15 of 35 passes last week and tossed a touchdown and 
two interceptions. He threw for a career-best 281 yards against 
ETBU. On the season, Buchholtz is completing just 44.1 percent of 
his passes. He has thrown for 423 yards with four interceptions and 
two touchdowns. Buchholtz also has a rushing TD, scored last week 
in Marshall. 

 
Bulldog punt protection 

 
Buchholtz’s top target has been senior Steven Thrash, who leads 
the team with 14 catches, 227 yards, and two TDs. Last week 
against ETBU, Thrash had a career-best 140 yards receiving on 
seven catches. The seven catches matched a career-best for a 
single game. (Thrash had two games in 2008 in which he had 
seven catches). Against ETBU last week, Thrash had a TD grab of 
34 yards. 
 
Senior tailback Anthony Smith had his best overall game of 2009 
with 56 net rushing yards and 91 receiving yards. He averaged 3.5 
yards per carry and had a long reception of 45 yards. Smith made 
five total grabs against the Tigers. 
 
Smith is second in the conference in all-purpose yardage. Smith 
averages 128 yards per game. He has 80 rushing yards, 92 
receiving yards, and 212 kick return yards. 
 
As a team, the Bulldogs are last in the conference in scoring 
offense (16.3) and total offense (257.0). TLU ranks seventh (out of 
nine teams) in rushing offense, with 66.7 yards per game. In 
passing offense, the Bulldogs are sixth with 190.3 yards per game. 
As for pass efficiency, TLU ranks eighth with an efficiency rating 
of 101.3. TLU is connecting on only 48.9 percent of its passing 
attempts. 
 
TLU is ninth in the ASC in kickoff return average, at 17.5 yards 
per return. The Bulldogs are seventh in punt return average, at 
12.2. 
 
Bulldog freshman kicker Allen Cain is 7-for-7 on point-after 
attempts. He is 0-for-1 on field goal attempts. He missed a 31-
yarder against Mary Hardin-Baylor. Cain averages 50.4 yards on 
kickoffs. 
 



 
The Bulldogs are last in the ASC in turnover margin, at -8. TLU has 
lost 11 turnovers and gained just three. TLU has thrown seven total 
interceptions and lost four fumbles. 
 
HPU Defense 
 
Howard Payne brings the second-ranked scoring defense in the 
American Southwest Conference into Matador Stadium on Saturday. The 
Yellow Jackets allow an average of 18.3 points per game. In the total 
defense ranking, HPU is again second. Opponents average only 249 
yards of total offense against the Yellow Jackets. The team, on average, 
allows only 3.8 yards per play. Only six touchdowns have been scored 
against HPU in three games. 
 
The Yellow Jackets have the No. 1-ranked pass defense and the No. 2-
ranked rush defense.  Opponents have thrown for an average of 141.7 
yards per game and rushed for an average of 107.3 per contest. 
 
The Yellow Jackets have four interceptions on the season, and one pick 
has been returned for an 75-yard touchdown. Zach Dauer intercepted the 
pass against Bacone and returned it for the score. Three of HPU’s four 
interceptions came against Bacone in the second week of the season. 
Dauer had two of the three interceptions against Bacone. 
 
Senior strongside linebacker Kevin Reyna leads the team in tackles with 
32. Ha has one tackle for loss and a half sack. He also has two 
quarterback hurries. 
 
Sophomore defensive ends Joey Lewis and Allen Dixon have combined 
for 9.5 tackles for loss. Lewis has 5.0 tackles for loss for 36 yards, with 
2.5 sacks for 28 yards. He also has an interception. Dixon has 4.5 tackles 
for 18 yards with a sack for eight yards. Dixon has forced two fumbles. 
 
Lewis is second in the ASC in tackles for loss and third in the league in 
sacks. 
 
When Howard Payne Has The Ball …  
 
HPU Offense 
 
The Howard Payne offense is led by junior Zach Hubbard, who is third 
in the ASC in passing yards per game (257.7). Hubbard has completed 
65 of 110 passes with six TDs and just one interception. He has thrown 
for 773 yards. 
 
Hubbard’s top target is sophomore wideout Tre Mason, who stands 6-
foot-4 and weighs 208 pounds. Mason has 12 catches for 205 yards, and 
he has scored two touchdowns – one on a 65 yard reception and one on a 
15-yard carry. Both TDs came in the season-opening win against 
Southwest Assemblies of God. 
 
Edward Cody and Corbin Young are also popular targets for Hubbard. 

Cody has 12 catches, a TD, and a long of 31. Corbin Young has 11 
catches for 98 yards. 
 
Brandon Young and Walter Pam have 24 and 27 carries on the season 
for HPU. Young, a sophomore, has 93 yards rushing with a long of 15. 
Pam has 62 net yards with a long of eight, but he does have two rushing 
TDs. Fullback Lance Dickey also has two TDs on the ground. 
 
Brandon Young also figures into the passing game. The running back has 
five catches for 111 yards, with a 79 yard TD reception from Hubbard in 
the win over Bacone. 
 
The HPU offensive line starts two freshmen (at offensive tackle and at 
center), a sophomore (at guard), and a senior (at guard). The starters on 
the line have an average height of 6-1 and an average weight of 281. 
 
The Yellow Jackets are second in the ASC in kickoff return average, at 
26.1 yards per return. HPU is fifth in punt return average, at 15.6. Corbin 
Young has a long kick return of 77, and Brandon Young has a long kick 
return of 88. 
 
Freshman kicker Mitchell Bailey is 3-for-5 on the season. He has made 
field goals from 39, 26, and 37 yards. He has missed twice from 36. He 
is a perfect 12-for-12 on point-after attempts. 
 
TLU Defense 
 
The Bulldog defense is second-to-last in the ASC in scoring defense 
(37.7), sixth in total defense (418.7), seventh in rushing defense (232.3), 
and fourth in passing defense (186.3). The TLU rush defense allows 5.9 
yards per carry and has allowed nine rushing TDs. The TLU pass 
defense allows a completion percentage of 68.4 (the highest in the ASC). 
The Bulldogs have the fewest interceptions (one) in the conference. 
 
The Bulldogs 4-3 set is anchored by linebacker Jack Moses. The junior 
leads the team in tackles with 23 (12 solo, 11 assists). Moses has 2.5 
tackles for loss and one forced fumble. Sophomore safety Dantrell 
Anderson is second on the team in tackles, with 20. He has a team-
leading 15 solo tackles. 
 
Senior nose tackle Eric Walker and senior defensive tackle James 
Villarreal anchor the Bulldog front four. Walker has a team-best four 
tackles for loss (22 yards) and two sacks. Villarreal is right behind 
Walker with 3.5 tackles for loss (15 yards) and two sacks. 
 
Safety Julio Reyes has recorded the only interception of the season for 
TLU. Reyes intercepted the first ETBU pass attempt in last week’s 
contest. For Reyes, a sophomore, it was his first collegiate interception. 
 
TLU senior punter Frank Vera is fourth in the conference in punting 
average. Vera averages 37.9 yards per punt. He has a long of 51. 
 
The Bulldogs will get linebacker Dan Lopez back after he served a one-
game suspension. Lopez was ejected in the home loss to UMHB. TLU 
may be without starting cornerbacks Leonard Durand and Acie 
Washington, who both sustained injuries in last week’s loss. 
 
Last Meeting – TLU vs. Howard Payne 
Oct. 4, 2008 in Brownwood, Texas 
 
The Texas Lutheran Bulldogs withstood a fourth-quarter rally 2008. The 
win was TLU’s third straight victory over Howard Payne at Gordon 
Wood Stadium. 
 
TLU jumped to a 21-7 lead with three touchdowns in the second quarter. 
The Bulldogs opened the game’s scoring with a 92-yard TD pass from 
Waldon to Chris Freeman (Pensacola, Flor./Samuel Clemens (TX)). The 
92-yarder is the longest TD pass of Waldon’s career and the first TD 
pass reception in Freeman’s career.

sideline. He caught the ball near the 30 and rumbled into the endzone. 
Tacklers approached Freeman near the goal line, but the redshirt 
freshman made one final burst to put the Bulldogs on the board. 
 
After HPU tied the game at 7-7 on a 1-yard Zach Hubbard run, the 
Bulldogs took advantage of two Yellow Jacket fumbles. 
 
After TLU punter Frank Vera (Laredo/Nixon) put HPU at its own 1-foot 
line, HPU fumbled at its own 5-yard line. Dantrell Anderson (Mobile, 
Alab./Cedar Hill (TX)) forced the fumble, and Jack Moses (San 
Antonio/Churchill) made the recovery at the HPU 1. 
 
TLU scored two plays later on a Waldon QB keeper. On the ensuing 
kickoff, HPU fumbled the return. TLU’s Brandon McCoy (San 
Antonio/Jay) made the recovery. 
 
Joel Waldon (San Antonio/Judson) threw the game-winning touchdown 
to Steven Trash (Hubbard/Hubbard) at the 6:21 mark of the fourth 
quarter. The pass to Thrash went for nine yards and capped a six-play, 
55-yard drive. The winning drive was kept alive by a 3rd-and-7 
completion of 42 yards from Waldon to Anthony Smith (Bay City/Bay 
City/Blinn). Smith motioned out of the backfield and caught the pass 
near the HPU 17 and stumbled down to the HPU 10. 
 
TLU improved to 2-3 overall and to 1-2 in the ASC with the victory. 
HPU dropped to 1-3 overall and to 0-2 in the ASC.
