Housing and Meals
The campers will be housed in an air-conditioned
university residence hall with roommates equivalent
in age and/or position, or by request. The requested
roommates must also be pre-registered, have
completed registration forms, and pay their deposit
by June 1, 2008. All meals will be served cafeteria
style in the nearby university cafeteria. The camp
offers an all-you-can-eat meal plan. Lunch and dinner
are available for commuter campers.

Safety and Supervision
Supervision is provided on each floor of the residence
hall, in the cafeteria, and at all camp sessions. A camp
office is maintained constantly throughout the camp.

The camp is hosted by Head Coach Dennis Parker
and the TLU coaching staff. Experienced trainers and
athletic training rooms are available at all times.
